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Boro: Rags Transformed – Workshop and Gallery Talk with Yoshiko Iwamoto Wada

SAN FRANCISCO (August 25, 2004) - The Japanese Cultural & Community Center of Northern California (JCCCNC) presents a Boro (rags and fabric scraps) workshop with Yoshiko Iwamoto Wada on Tuesday, September 14, 2004 from 1:00 – 4:00 p.m. at JCCCNC.  Ms. Wada will also give a Gallery Talk on Tuesday, October 19th after lunch at Greens Restaurant (Fort Mason) at 12:45 p.m.  All proceeds from the workshop and Gallery Talk will benefit JCCCNC programs and classes.

At the September 14th workshop, Ms. Wada will discuss traditional Japanese folk textiles created with boro and participants will create a fabric collage with layering, sewing, patching, and darning methods.  Participants are invited to bring recycled, used, and stained fabric scraps to be incorporated within the project.

The lunch at Greens Restaurant, Fort Mason, Building A, will begin at 12:45 p.m. on October 19th and will be followed by a Gallery Talk and visit to the Museum of Craft and Folk Art at 1:45 p.m.  Ms. Wada, the Guest Curator, who is fluent in both English and Japanese, will present a guided tour of the exhibit “Ragged Beauty: Reuse and Repair, Past and Present.”   

The September 14th workshop fees are $25 for JCCCNC and MoCFA members, $15 for Seniors (65 years and older) and Students, and $30 for General participants.
