Please bring to class: scissors, straight pins, lightweight batting, cutting mat, fabric marker, back fabric, wooden dowel for mounting, collection of printed and solid fabrics in cotton, silk or poly-blends.  Workshop fees are $25 for JCCCNC members, and $35 for non-members.  All fees must be paid by Friday, March 18th.

Space is limited, and reservations are required. In addition, special instructions on materials needed to complete projects will be provided upon enrollment.
