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Mataro Kimekomi Doll Workshop
SAN FRANCISCO (May 19, 2006) - The Japanese Cultural and Community Center of Northern California (JCCCNC) is pleased to announce a five session Mataro Kimekomi Doll Workshop with instructors of the Mataro Miyabi-kai of San Francisco and the East Bay on five consecutive Saturdays – June 3rd, 10th, 17th, 24th and July 1st - from 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon at the JCCCNC, 1840 Sutter Street, San Francisco. 
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This introductory workshop will show you how to prepare and shape the doll and how to fit and apply the beautiful fabric to your own Kimekomi Doll.  Students will be asked to choose between three dolls they would like to make during this workshop at the time of registration.  The doll choices are: Ai Ai Dojo ($95 JCCCNC Members / $120 non-members), Hikaru Genji ($105 JCCCNC Members / $130 non-members), and Mari Asobi ($102 JCCCNC Members / $127 non-members).  The five session workshop fees include the price of the doll and instruction by certified Mataro Miyabi-kai instructors.
Mataro dolls originated with Mataro Kobayashi who learned the orthodox kimekomi style and perfected the contemporary doll making process unique to Matoro Dolls.  The particular style of kimekomi dates back to the Genbun period (1736-1743).  The present day dolls are larger (4-12 inches) than their ancient counterparts, which were a mere one to four inches.  Mataro Dolls take their theme from the Heian period (784-1191).  The dolls depict characters from their court, Japanese folk tales, Noh drama, Kabuki plays and from various other aspects of daily life.
