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The Nikkei Youth Cultural Heritage Program, in cooperation with the Kobe YMCA Language Program
(Hyogo Prefecture, Japan), is designed for participants to gain a better understanding of their cultural
heritage and discover Japan in a unique and exciting way. This program will allow participants to
immerse themselves in Japanese culture through Japanese language and writing classes, by
attending introductory classes in traditional Japanese art forms, enjoying late afternoon and Saturday
excursions exploring different parts of the Kansai region, all while having the opportunity to use and
practice their Japanese language skills on a daily basis with their homestay families.

1. The 2012 Nikkei Youth Cultural Heritage Program is an eight-week commitment (mid
May through July), participating in pre-trip cultural workshops; traveling to Kobe, Japan
for a four week intensive language and homestay program; and closing with a debrief
within two weeks of arrival back to the United States.
